What if your query was something like this:

SELECT * FROM MY_TABLE
WHERE (

((@DDL1_PRESENT AND DDL1 = @DDL1) OR (NOT @DDL1_PRESENT)) AND
((@DDL2_PRESENT AND DDL2 = @DDL2) OR (NOT @DDL2_PRESENT)) AND ...

)

Then your only trick would be to supply the * PRESENT parameters by testing
to see if ddI's have the "Please Select" item selected.
