entered the path in the same way | stuck it in this message: Copied from the
Explorer address bar, then pasted into the Folder box in the Map Network

highlight the My Music folder, the OK button is greyed out. There are no
access issues witht that folder — | can perform all file functions while
viewing it in Explorer.
