You have two options, either return your Theme from a saved 'My Favorite
Theme' file
or go back into 'Appearance' and reset your Theme settings.

* Click the drop menu and select 'Browse', locate your saved backup Theme

Option 2:
* Right−click on Desktop, select 'Properties'
* Select 'Appearance' tab
* Select Color schemes & Font Size
* Select 'Advanced' button
* Change appropriate settings for each drop menu 'item', click OK
* Select 'Themes' tab, click 'Save as' to save your 'Theme' settings (highly
recommend)

fonts.

When I log on as another user, all themes, fonts, and colors are all
normal.
