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Windows Explorer is normally found on the Start Menu under
Programs>Accessories>Windows Explorer. | accidentally "dragged and
dropped" Windows Explorer from the Accessories Menu to the desktop.
Now | have a great shortcut, but Windows Explorer is no longer part of
the Accessories Menu list.

Is there any way to get Windows Explorer back into the Menu?

- Navigate to c:\\Documents and Settings\All Users\Start
Menu\Programs\Accessories

- Drag the Windows Explorer shortcut into this folder, using the RIGHT mouse
button

— Select "Copy" when prompted
