The all have static IPs.

Serverl: 192.168.1.9
Server2: 192.168.1.10
Server3: 192.168.1.20
Server4: 192.168.1.30

The gateway is set to 192.168.1.1 for all.
The DNS is set to its own IP and 192.168.1.1

The router can ping itself, the switch, serverl and server2
Serverl can ping itself, the switch, the router and server2
Server2 can ping itself, the switch, the router and serverl
Server3 can only ping itself

Server4 can only ping itself.

For server3 and 4 it doesnt matter which network card | use.

Any tips on how to correct this?
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What can be the problem?
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
